Ch/Holman called the meeting to order at approximately 3:05 p.m. 
 

I. Approval of the November 17, 2010 and December 9, 2010 Closed 
  Portion of the Meeting Minutes 

The Executive Director noted that the closed sessions were held in 
accordance with TCRPC’s policies to conduct personnel matters related to 
the hiring process and selection of the new Executive Director.  The 
Committee reviewed the minutes as presented and minor corrections were 
made. 
 
It was MOVED by C/Wood, SUPPORTED by C/Pizzo, to approve the 
November 17 and December 9, 2010 closed portion of the meeting minutes 
as corrected.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY. 
 

II. New TCRPC Executive Director Process Update 
A. Status of Executive Director Employment Contact 
 Coleman said the draft contract was submitted to the Committee for 

review and to the selected candidate, Susan M.C. Pigg.  Minor changes 
were made to the contract to reflect the current date, etc.  Coleman 
distributed copies of communications from Ms. Pigg, including her 
acceptance letter.  Coleman suggested that the Committee meet with 
Susan to discuss goals for 2011. 

 
B. Transition Period Schedule (January 18-31) 

Coleman said the transition period will be January 18-31 as approved 
by the Committee.  There was brief discussion on items Coleman will 
cover with the new Executive Director.

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C. News Release and Notice to Local Officials in Region 
 Coleman said a news release was sent to the Lansing State Journal and other 

community newspapers to announce his retirement.  He recommended that a news 
release be written to announce Susan’s employment with the TCRPC. 

 
D. Former Director Support Role 
 Coleman discussed his availability to provide assistance after January 31, 2011 

retirement date, if needed. 
 

III. TCRPC Annual Meeting and Executive Director’s Reception on January 26, 2011 
Coleman presented the proposed agenda for the annual TCRPC meeting.  Jerry Ambrose, 
City of Lansing, will be the Master of Ceremonies for the event. 
 

IV. Committee and Other Board Assignments 
Coleman provided quick updates on assignment requests received to date.  He said the 
Commission will have three new Eaton County representatives, a new Lansing City 
Council representative and Denise Jackson will be replacing Marsha Small on the 
Commission for MDOT.  MDOT also changed their representative on CARTS from 
Ray Lenze to Rick Fowler.

Orientation material will be prepared for the new Commissioner orientation.   
 
VI. Draft 2011 Commission Policies 

Coleman distributed copies of the draft 2011 Commission policies.  The previously 
adopted TCRPC Consultation Policy is included on Page 23.  There was discussion on 
adding language to the policies related to the new Commission orientation.  It was 
decided that language would be added to the Policies to include standards for new 
Commissioner orientation.   

   
VII. Update on Federal and State Legislative and Funding Changes 

Coleman distributed information on recent legislation related to transportation funding.  
Funding of our transportation projects is no longer guaranteed.  This could have 
significant impacts on future transportation projects.  The transportation bill itself has 
been operating under a continuing a resolution and has been approved through March, 
2011.  Coleman explained how funding impacts begin at the federal level, affect the 
state, and how that ultimately affects local agencies.  Coleman will brief the new 
Executive Director on these issues. 
 

VIII. Other/Adjourn 
Hoffman distributed a resolution to approve new authorized signers on the pension and 
bank accounts. 
 
It was MOVED by C/Wood, SUPPORTED by C/Pizzo, to authorize new officers as 
signers for the bank and pension accounts.  There being no further business the 
meeting adjourned at approximately 4:00 p.m.
